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Did you know?
The Beginning of Botox® Was Not About the Wrinkles
  
In 1978, ophthalmologist Alan B. Scott began Food and Drug Administration (FDA) trials for the use of botulinum toxin to treat 

crossed eyes. The drug, which Scott called Oculinum, received its first FDA approval to treat crossed eyes (strabismus) and eye 
twitching (blepharospasm) in 1989. Allergan acquired Oculinum from Scott just a couple of years later, renaming it Botox.   

Discovery of the toxin’s cosmetic applications were a happy accident. In 1987, Canadian eye doctor Jean Carruthers was using 
Botox to treat blepharospasm in a patient. The woman complained when Jean didn’t inject her forehead, because she said the 
injections made her lines disappear. Jean brought the discovery to her husband, dermatologist Alastair Carruthers. The couple 
devoted their time to experimenting with their wrinkle-relaxing discovery, and published their first study in 1992.

Liposuction: A Procedure That Created a Specialty

Did you know?
Liposuction is a true example of the amalgamation of various backgrounds to enhance the specialty of Cosmetic Surgery. Dr. Georgio 

Fischer, an otolaryngologist from Italy, developed a cannula with a rotating propeller at the end. Dr. Yves-Gérard Illouz, a French surgeon, 
is credited with creating a safer, easier method of liposuction in the late 1970s. In fact, he spoke to founders of this organization in 1982 
and gave us the principles we follow today. 

His “Illouz Method,” which was introduced in 1982 and first published in Annales de Chirurgie Plastique in 1984, was a “wet method” 
using blunt cannulas, rather than sharp, and of smaller size than previously used, in order to minimize bleeding while injecting saline 
solution into the subcutaneous fat deposits, breaking up the fat for extraction by suction.

In 1985, Dr. Jeffrey A. Klein, a dermatologist, invented the tumescent technique for local anesthesia consisting of dilute subcutaneous 
Tumescent Epinephrine Lidocaine (TEL) for bloodless, painless liposuction totally by local anesthesia. His results were published in The 
American Journal of Cosmetic Surgery in 1987 (CLICK HERE to read the abstract).
